Vermont GMO Labeling Law Goes into Effect

On May 8, 2014 Vermont Governor Peter Shumlin signed a bill into law that requires the Labeling of all
genetically modified foods (GMO). Act 120 goes into effect July 1, 2016 and all manufactures have until Jan
2017 to amend their labels. Vermont is the first state in the country to pass this law, but has been followed b
